The activities for the blackout of the sawdbsites by thelnternet connectivity providers operating
on the ltalian territory are in progress. For tacAhreasons it can take a few days for making them
effective.

Consob warns all investors about the value of ngakise of their utmost diligence in order to make
their investment choices in full awareness, with @ldoption of behaviors based on common sense,
which are essential to safeguard their savingsngntleese, a preventive verification, with respect
to websites which offer financial services, tha subject through which their investment is made is
an authorized entity and, in relation to finangedducts offers, that the prospectus has been
published.

"Waitch out for scams!” is available, where useful information have beaiblished for the purpose
of warning investors about the abusive financidlatves.
